Information on charging electric scooters

Smaller electric vehicles such as electric scooters are responsible for an increased number of fires according to a report from the Swedish National Board of Health.
If you charge batteries in the apartment - Tips and advice for safer charging to reduce the risk of fire. It is not allowed to charge electric scooters or electric bicycles in common areas due to fire risk.
It is important to know what type of battery you have because different batteries have different risks. Follow the manufacturer's instructions for your electrical product on how, where and when to charge.
• Always use original chargers and CE-marked products. Unplug when charging is complete.
• Check chargers and cables regularly and replace broken products. Never use a damaged battery and do not expose the product to temperatures it cannot withstand.
• Charge on a hard surface, avoid the bed or sofa, and keep flammable objects away from the charging area.
• Avoid charging in the hallway, which is often an escape route in the event of a fire.
• Charge under supervision and ensure that a working smoke alarm is present. If possible, avoid charging devices overnight.
